1. ACI Airport Search Services




1.1 Introduction

ACI Airport Search Services offers facility for users to view various Airports available for given zipcode.

This section provides an overview on implementing and interfacing with the web services.

1.2 Protocol
ACI Airport Search System is deployed as a XML web service. Users provide a properly formatted XML
request to the web application will receive XML responses.

1.2.1 Connection Strings
The following table list URL needed to connect to the Suggestive Rates System.

1.2.2 Process Steps

The following steps should be followed to get details from the web service.
Step # 1: Send request to the ACI Airport Search Web Service

Simply send your request in complete XML to URL specified in Section 1.2.1 to begin making requests to
the application. Please refer to Appendix A for information on what to pass for the request.

Step # 2: Consume ACI Airport Search Web Service response

Once the request is processed an xml-formatted response will be returned. Please refer to Appendix B
for details of the XML response format.

If the request failed or an error encountered then an xml error will be generated indicating the cause of
the failure or error. Please refer Appendix C for error response. (Please see Appendix D for error details).
